All Parents:   
 

Welcome to the beginning of a new school year.  We are excited to work with your sons and daughters.  
Our doors are always open to you to stop by for a chat.  Please feel free to call or to stop by during your day.  
Typically, you will find one of the counselors available between 7 a.m. and 3:45 p.m.  We will make every effort 
to be available to you to discuss your child’s progress and needs. 
 
         Senior Parents:  The Badin release form, which enables the Guidance Department to forward your child’s 
academic records to colleges and scholarship programs, needs to be submitted as early as possible.  The form 
can be picked up in the main office at any time.  If you have not already done so, please have that form on file 
in the main office by early September. Your assistance is greatly appreciated. 
 
         College Application forms:  The vast majority of colleges now offer applications either online or through a 
downloadable application form.  Also, be aware that several hundred universities use the Common Application, 
available at www.commonapp.org.  The website lists which colleges accept the Common Application, as well as 
provides the forms. 
 
          Senior Athletes:  If you are hoping/planning to play NCAA interscholastic sports in college at the Division 
1 or 2 levels, you need to register with the NCAA Clearinghouse, the agency that must approve the academic 
eligibility of every Div 1 or 2 athlete.  Register with the clearinghouse early this year.  Doing so allows us to 
provide college recruiters with your academic record quickly when needed. 
 
          Junior Parents:  As with all students, we will continue to meet with your sons/daughters to discuss 
academic, social and personal issues.  The biggest difference is that the counselors will focus more on helping 
your child to learn about career choices and the college process.  The hunt for the “best fit” in college selections 
should start in earnest this year.  Consider this to be your child’s “part time job” as the search normally involves 
much time in research – virtual tours/e mails/visits/college fairs etc.  Additionally, visit the college entrance test 
websites—www.collegeboard.com (SAT) and www.actstudent.org (ACT).  You will find information regarding 
majors, colleges, and testing strategies.  Practice tests are downloadable.  Explanations as to the correct 
answers are provided. 
 
          Sophomore and Freshman Parents:  The counselors are ready to help with personal, social, career and 
academic matters.  Although we will be meeting in the classroom setting at various times, please encourage 
your child to get to know the counselors on a more personal basis by scheduling some time by appointment 
before, during and after school hours.  Encourage your child to become more independent by seeking advice 
and making personal plans to develop ownership of his/her future.

Answers to commonly asked questions of new Badin parents and 
students: 
 

• Freshmen report to school Tuesday, August 25th, 8:30-2:00 PM.  
(All students report Wednesday, Aug 26th)  

o Please have your student arrive at school by 8:30 AM, reporting straight to the gym.  
o Pick up at 2:00. Bus transportation is not available this day.  
o Students must wear their uniform.  
o The day is broken into two parts. The morning begins in the gym with a meeting with Mr. 

Margello. The freshmen then follow their daily class schedule ~ meeting teachers, learning 
expectations, etc. The afternoon includes lunch and senior led activities.  

• All students receive their class schedule the week before school begins. Date to be announced. During 
the schedule pick-up day: 

o Students receive their class schedule, locker assignment and combination 
o Counselors are available to make needed changes 
o Confirm local bus schedules 
o Purchase needed workbooks, Bibles, safety goggles, etc 
o Spirit Shop is open for spirit wear and book store purchases! 
o We suggest freshmen and new students walk their schedule in order of the day to become 

accustomed to their daily routine.  
• The Spirit Shop (AKA Bookstore) sells spirit wear, class shirts, Badin gifts, miscellaneous school 

supplies, AND the necessary workbooks and Bibles for class. 
• Textbooks are given out during the first week of school. The books must be covered, remain covered all 

school year and returned at the end of the year.  
• Tuition payments are due beginning in August. A “blue tuition worksheet’ was given at Registration and 

was due to the school office by June 15th. You may pay in full in August or in ten monthly payments. If 
you choose to pay in full, payment is due by August 7. Monthly payments will be automatically deducted 
from the account you specify on either the 5th or 20th of the month. Please refer any tuition questions to 
the Badin Business Manager, Jim Endres – 863.3993 x117. 

 
Freshman supplies:  Besides the basics of pens, several #2 pencils, highlighters etc, the following are 
needed for each subject: 
 

o English – (all levels) 3-ring binder with dividers (at least 5); loose leaf paper; Vocabulary 
Workshop workbook available from the bookstore. Summer reading for freshmen: ‘Speak’ by 
Laurie Halse Anderson.  

 
o History: one notebook 
 
o Math – CP - folder, spiral notebook, #2 pencils, graph paper, scientific calculator – TI-30 X II S. 

� ACP – 3-ring binder dedicated to math only, loose-leaf ruled paper, three-holed graph 
paper, pencils (no pens!), ruler, Graphing calculator – Ti-83 plus or Ti-84 (No Ti-89 
permitted) 

� Honors – spiral notebook, (2) folders, graph paper, ruler and scientific calculator – TI-
83 Plus. 

 
o Religion -3-ring binder w/ dividers and loose leaf paper for all classroom notes and written 

assignments (no spiral notebooks, please), two yellow highlighters, #2 pencils with erasers and 
black or blue (only) ball point pens. The following needs to be purchased from the bookstore: 
New American Study Bible, and (1st semester) Journey Through the Old Testament, (2nd 
semester) Journey Through The New Testament. 

 
o Science - All freshman biology classes must purchase safety goggles from the Spirit Shop. Also 

needed for various assignments, but not needed to be carried to school -scissors, glue stick, 
colored pencils/markers. 
� CP - 3 ring binder, paper, highlighter,

• Basic uniform requirements:  
o All clothing is to be neat and clean.   
o Gym shoes or dress shoes are acceptable footwear. Clogs, flip flops, boots, sandals and Crocs 

are NOT permitted. Socks must be worn. 
o Mass days – no sweatshirts may be worn to mass. Boys must wear shirt and tie with dress 

pants. Dress shoes are preferred. 
• Girls:  

o Uniform skirt is available through above listed supply companies.  Skirt length must be no 
shorter than 2” from the knee when kneeling. Girls may also wear long or Capri style khaki 
pants. Low ride or hipster pants are not acceptable.  

o Green or white BADIN embroidered polo shirts, available through supply companies. A plain, 
white t-shirt may be worn underneath. Shirt may be un-tucked, but must cover stomach 
completely. 

o Badin sweatshirts are permitted, except during Mass.  
o Sweatpants are NOT permitted during school hours. 

• Boys:    
o During the months of August, September, October, April, May and June ONLY - uniform shorts 

and green or white BADIN embroidered polo shirts are permitted.  
o Dress pants (solid colored only - khaki, black, navy, gray or dark green) and green or white 

embroidered polo shirt, or dress shirt and tie may be worn all year long  
o Plain white t-shirt may be worn under polo or dress shirt 
o Mass Days or special events – dress pants with dress shirt and tie 
o Cargo and jean style pants are NOT permitted.  
o Badin sweatshirts are permitted, except during Mass. 
o Hair may not hang below ears, eyebrows or bottom of shirt collar. Must be clean-shaven.

DRESS CODE-2009-2010 

  
Daily Uniform  
Certain norms of behavior and appearance must be observed to promote an atmosphere of academic 
development and personal growth for all members of the Badin community.  We want our students to dress for 
success.  Since no list can be all-inclusive, the school presumes that common sense and mature judgment are 
the guides by which all Badin students measure their actions.  Parents are expected to support the school’s 
policy by ensuring their son or daughter complies with the dress code. 
 
Students are to be in formal uniform for all Masses, special events and formal assemblies.  Formal uniform 
includes:  Boys:  dress pants, dress shirt and tie, conservative shoes and socks; Girls:  uniform skirt and polo 
shirt, conservative shoes and socks. 
 
General Guidelines 
1. General appearance should be conservative. 

a. No visible body piercing with jewelry except girls’ earrings.   
b. Band-aids or spacers may not be worn or covered up. 

        c.   No visible tattoos. 
        d.   No faddish/unconventional styling or coloring of hair, nails, or make-up.    
        e.   Jewelry must be conservative and limited. 
        f.   Hats may not be worn in the building during school hours (7:35 am-2:30 pm). 
2. Dress shoes or traditional, tied, predominantly white, gray or black gym shoes must be worn.  High cut styles 
are permitted.  Shoes must be in good condition.  
        a.  No boot styles may be worn (i.e. cowboy, army, hiking, etc.) 
        b.  No sandals or shoes without backs of any kind may be worn. 
        c.  Only flat-heeled shoes should be worn (i.e. no pumps, wedges, or platform heels.) 
3. Socks must be worn and must be a solid color: navy, dark green, black, white, or gray.  Girls may wear 
stockings or tights. 
4. No sweaters may be worn.  Only sweatshirts with a Badin emblem on them that are white, black, gray or 
green may be worn.  These can be purchased through the uniform company or at the Badin Spirit Shop.  
Sweatshirts may not have any other sayings on them.  Hooded sweatshirts may be worn, with the hood down. 
5. Backpacks may be used to carry school supplies and books to and from school.  Backpacks must be plain 
except for the manufacturer’s logo.  Backpacks may not be carried into the classrooms.  They must be stored in 
lockers during the day. Administrators have the right to search backpacks. 
6. Any uniform item authorized by the school may be worn.  Any student wishing to wear the polo shirt and 
shorts outfit must purchase those items from Schoolbelles or Educational Outfitters. 
 
Girls' Polo Shirts 
1. Girls must wear a Badin uniform polo shirt with a uniform skirt or slacks.  Polo shirts may be 
untucked. 
2. Girls may not wear a long sleeve shirt under a short-sleeve polo.  Exception:  Plain, white, short-sleeve T-
shirts may be worn under the polo.  No writing, thermal, lace, etc. is permitted on the 
undergarment.  This exception is made for warmth, not appearance. 
3. Spirit wear consisting of pullovers, sweatshirts or fleece may be worn over the polo shirt any  time of the 
year. 

 
Girls' Skirts  
1. The skirt is the uniform skirt purchased through Schoolbelles or Educational Outfitters. 
2. The skirt must be no shorter than two (2) inches above the knee.  Parents are asked to check this to avoid 
problems when skirt length is checked at school.  Rolling the waistband will result in demerits. 
3.  Skirts must be buttoned and zipped at all times. 

 
Girls’ Slacks 
1.  Long pants must be khaki dress pants or khaki, below-the-knee capri pants.  Unacceptable pants include, 
but are not limited to, cargo style, painter, denim, striped or jean-style pants.  Pants with rivets are considered 
jeans and may not be worn.   
2. Pants must be khaki color and may not be tight, oversized or “low rider” style of clothing. 
 



Girls’ Shorts 
1.  Uniform shorts are permitted to be worn during the months of August, September and October as well at in 
April, May and June. 
2.  Shorts must be purchased at Schoolbelles or Educational Outfitters and must show the Badin logo.    
 
Boys' Slacks  
1. Long pants must be dress pants.  Unacceptable pants include, but are not limited to, cargo style, painter, 
denim, striped or jean style pants.  Pants with rivets are considered jeans and may not be worn.  Pants must be 
one of the following solid colors:  navy blue, dark green, khaki, black, or gray.   
2.  Slacks may not be soiled, tight, torn or frayed. 
3.  Slacks must be worn at the waist and may not be tight or oversized. 
 
Boys’ Shorts 
1.  Uniform shorts are permitted to be worn during the months of August, September and October as well as in 
April, May and June. 
2.  Shorts must be purchased at Schoolbelles or Educational Outfitters and must show the Badin logo. 
  
Boys' Shirts  
1. Badin uniform polo shirts (white or green) may be worn all year.  Polo shirts may be untucked.  A plain white 
tee shirt is the only undergarment that may be worn beneath the polo shirt and must be tucked into the 
pants/shorts IF it is longer than the polo shirt. 
2. Spirit wear (consisting of pullovers, sweatshirts or fleece with the BADIN logo) may be worn over the polo 
shirt at any time of the year.  These items may be green, black, white or gray.  
3. Students choosing to wear button down dress shirts are required to wear a tie and full-length dress pants. 

Miscellaneous - Boys 
1.  Males are required to be clean-shaven with sideburns stopping at the bottom of the ear. 
2.  Hair is to be neatly groomed - no longer than the eyebrows, and not hanging below the ear or the top of the 
shirt collar.  Only conventional styles may be worn.  Head sculpting or head shaving is not permitted.
