ALL PARENTS: 
 
The summer months provide many opportunities for your child to become familiar with colleges and offerings 
on their campuses.  Often, college credit may be earned by spending academic time while on campus.  
Generally included is the opportunity to live on campus, thereby experiencing dorm living, socialization and 
cafeteria cuisine etc.  The costs and times vary through the summer months.  The guidance department has 
created a short list of these opportunities from the many recent mailings addressed To Stephen T. Badin High 
School.  To access this information, simply click on “Guidance” when viewing the high school web site.  Bulletin 
#1 is current.  Additions will take the form of Bulletin #2, #3 etc.  However, since many institutions offer similar 
opportunities, you may wish to call any college of interest to inquire about their unique packages. 
 
On February 22nd, scheduling information was discussed with the students.  Scheduling forms and additional 
information was distributed at that time.  Teachers of elective classes also addressed the students describing 
those offerings for the 2010-11 school year.  It is hoped that you will have seen these papers, generated 
discussions with your child and signed and returned the scheduling sheet with the $300 registration fee by the 
end of February or during the first week in March. The fee is applied to the tuition amount for next year. The 
guidance counselors will review the selections with each student during the month of March.  AP courses 
require the additional submission of a contract form.  Students should generate discussions with their current 
teachers for recommendations during the scheduling process.  Please feel free to call with any questions that 
you may have. 
 
 
PARENTS OF JUNIORS: 
Towards the end of March, classroom discussions and direction will be given to the students in an effort to 
provide avenues of exploration of colleges and other institutions of interest.  Ways to explore interests, to 
compare colleges, arranging visits, questions to ask representatives etc. will be discussed.  It is hoped that your 
child will gather information to start a smooth transition into the selection of an institution prior to the many 
deadlines for applications inherent in the senior year.

BHS HELP FOR HAITI 2010 
 

Attention members of the Badin Community 
 
In an effort to help the people of Haiti we at Badin High School will be taking a 3-fold approach: 
 
RICE BOWLS:  The money put into our 'rice bowls' during this Lenten season will be donated 
to Catholic Relief Services and World Vision to be used for Aid to Haiti.  These bowls will be 
located throughout the school where donations can be made throughout Lent. 
 
OUT-OF-UNIFORM DAY: Students may purchase an out of uniform day throughout the first 
week of March at lunch to be out of uniform on Friday March 5, 2010.  The cost of the donation 
is $3 per student who wishes to make a difference & be out of uniform. Money collected will go to 
help the following cause: St. Joseph's Home for Boys in Port-au-Prince, Haiti. St. Joseph's Home for 
Boys was founded by Michael Geilenfeld in 1985 to bring boys off the streets of Haiti and to provide 
them with a Christian home and family. St. Joseph's was remodeled before the earthquake in 
celebration of their 25th anniversary. With the recent earthquake, St. Joseph's Home for Boys was 
completely destroyed.

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�Congratulations to Badin seniors Michael Begovich (St. Julie
